The pit cover is made 
up of 25-2ô sections.  The standard level for the pit cover is 43ò (the same level as the 
house floor).  The depth of the pit when the cover is fully lowered is 7ô.

LIGHTING:  
 

Lighting Consoles:    
 

ETC Express 48/96 with RFU - - Console has 48 two-scene or 96 one-scene control 
channels on faders (+96 channels accessed thru the keypad).  Console can be plugged in 
on deck SL or SR, at the rear of the house HR, or in the projection booth.  75ô of control 
cable is available. 
 

Leprecon LP-X48 with Touch-Screen Display - - This board is mainly for use with 
automated lights but works well with conventional fixtures as well.  There is no DMX 
distribution system for Moving Lights so control cable must be run from console to fixtures.  
300ô of DMX cable is available. Cable is run from DSL and Projection Booth to fixtures on 
Catwalk and Box Booms. 
 

Dimmers:  ETC D20 20amp Dimmer Modules w/ 350 microsecond rise time choke coils.

FOH ELECTRICS:  

Cannons: Located under the projection booth, the ñcannonsò are eight ETC 

Source IV 10Á Ellipsoidals with a throw of 88ô to the Main Curtain at an 
angle of approximately 20° (circuits 1-6).   

 

Balcony Rails: These positions are located along the front of the balcony seating area 

at approximately ı points.  Two 6ô pipes at each ı point share the 
same three circuits (7-9).  Standard hang is three ETC Source IV 19° 
Ellipsoidals on each pipe.  There is also a 6ô pipe center with no 
circuits.  

 

Catwalk: The catwalk position is located at a 45° angle above the stage with a 

throw of approx. 48ô.  Standard hang is 30 ETC Source IV 19° 

 



Ellipsoidals for washes, plus eight 19° with irises, four Altman 6x16 
Ellipsoidals and two Giotto Spot 400 CMY Moving Head Fixtures. 

 

Box Booms:  16' tall pipes located 16' downstage of the main and starting 8'4" above 
the stage.  Standard hang is one 19°, three ETC 26°, three 36° 
Ellipsoidals and one Giotto Spot 400 CMY Moving Head Fixture per side. 

 

OVER STAGE ELECTRICS:  

Pit Wash: Approximately 19ô downstage of the Main Curtain, these seven ETC 

S4 wfl Pars are mounted in fixed locations along a rail at the front edge 
of the proscenium curve.

 Electric: A 63ô batten located approximately 1ô 9ò upstage of the Main Curtain.  

Standard hang is four ETC Source IV 36° Ellipsoidals at each end for 
high sides, 21 Strand 6ò Fresnels for washes, and eight ETC Source IV 
Ellipsoidals for specials. 

 

2
nd

 Electric: A 63ô batten located approximately 9ô 9ò upstage of the Main Curtain.  

Standard hang is four ETC Source IV 36° Ellipsoidals at each end for 
high sides, eight Strand 6ò Fresnels & eight ETC S4 vwfl Pars for 
washes, and five ETC Source IV Ellipsoidal for specials.   

 

3
rd
 Electric: A 50ô batten located approximately 19ô 6ò upstage of the Main Curtain.  

Standard hang is 24 ETC S4 wfl Pars for washes, and six ETC Source 
IV Ellipsoidals for specials. 

 

4
th
 Electric: A 63ô batten located approximately 25ô upstage of the Main Curtain.  

Standard hang is 16 ETC S4 wfl Pars for washes, and five ETC Source 
IV Ellipsoidals for specials. 

ñ5
th
 Electricò: A 50ô batten from which the 4th electric is sub-hung.  This pipe is hung 

with five L&E 4-circuit mini-strips for a CYC wash.  The 4th and 5th 
electrics share the same circuits with the CYC wash using eight 
circuits. 

 

The 1st, 2nd and 4th each have four ETC Parnels which provide stage work light.   
These lights can be used as washes if needed.   

 

FLOOR POCKETS:  
There are eight Floor Pockets located on the stage.  Two each Upstage, Downstage, Stage 
Left and Stage Right.  The Downstage circuits can also be accessed from the Orchestra 
Pit.  The Upstage circuits can also be accessed from a pull box located at the DSL corner 
of the stage.

AUDIO:  
 

MAIN STAGE  SOUND SYSTEM: 
The mixing position is located in the first two rows in the center of the balcony, 
approximately 85ô from the middle of the stage.  Area is snug but laid out well with 
processing to the operatorôs left and playback on the right.  
 

The system is set up so that inputs are patched one to one from the stage inputs to the 
house console unless repatched at the console.  Stage inputs are split to FOH, SL & SR 
monitors, and SL Record. 
 
The house sound system provides even coverage (+/- 4dB) across the main floor and 
balcony with a maximum SPL of 105dB.
